Wallace was penalized on the lllinois State Board of
Education’s Financial Profile Score that was listed in
a March 21st article in The Times for good financial
planning. Wallace’s Early Warning designation was
based on money spent to replace a twenty year old
HVAC system. The Wallace Board of Education
made the decision to plan ahead and save money
until they could afford to pay cash for the project.
This took four years and included $100,000 in
grants. This decision saved the cost of borrowing.
All of the saved money was spent in the summer of
2014. This looked to the lllinois State Board of
Education like Wallace had significantly overspent
for the year. Wallace had a balanced budget the
year before and has a balanced budget the year
after. Even if it looks bad on the State Board’s
scorecard for the year, the Wallace Board of
Education stands by their decision to plan for more
than one year and save tax payer money. If you
have any questions about this or anything else
please call me at school.
